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Behavior is uneven and unexpected.

Emerging from his long, strong preoccupation with mom.

Seems to resent her presence and demands.

Can react negatively to mom wanting neatness and cleanliness.

Often  “in a fog”, “in a cloud”.

More independent.

More self-motivated.

Self-starter and wants to do things in his own way and time. 

More anxious, more withdrawn, less certain and less speedy.

Interest are very varied.

Takes self seriously and wants to do things just right.

Emotions more subtle.

Not prey to as many self doubts.

Ready to tackle most anything. (excellent age for perfecting proficiency in the basic academic subjects.)

Will power is very strong.

Are not above complaining when something is new or “too hard.”

Siblings: gets along better with sibs than when he was 8. (does better with 10 year olds than 11 year olds.)

Both sexes have realistic evaluation of self, of others and what others think of them.

Emotions vary: timid to bold-cheerful to grumpy.

Worries and tends to complain (main problem for the 9)

Enjoys intellectual pursuits-likes to make inventions and checklists.

Loves to collect-not only quantity but quality is now important. ( sometimes seems like hoading.)

Withdraws just enough to look things over and get ready.

Does not complain as much as prior two years.

Often underrates themselves.

Does not feel impelled to boast and to attack as he did at 8.

Thinks in terms of fighting with brain as well as with body.

Controls time and is controlled by it.

Command of space is improving.
Very interested in fairness.

Friends extremely important. 

Appetite better than at 8.  Ready to try new foods.  Manners improving. May still prefer plain foods.

Sleep: most need reminder but going co-operatively.

Fewer tensional outlets than at 8.

Likely to growl, mutter, sulk when things don’t go well.
