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Finally comfortable and secure enough within themselves that they can allow other people to be less than perfect.

Becoming more tolerant, sympathetic and friendly.

Generally more pleasant.

Often very enthusiastic.

Relationships with sibling and rest of family become more smooth.

Somewhat objectively detached from mom. This is partly why mom and child now get along better.

Friends are branching out and relatively harmonious.  And when there are break ups they are not so explosive as earlier.

Strong need to conform to peers.

Very interested in their peers responses as much as their own.

Most want to be a part of a group and are ruled by what the group wants, thinks and does.

Girls are at the peak of physical change.

Both boys and girls are always hungry.

Shows interest in the opposite sex. (girls more than boys).

Tends to be honest about the big stuff but will do the little white lies about the little stuff.

Now are more apt to take the blame for something they’ve done wrong because they are afraid people will not like them if they don’t.

If there is cheating or stealing, they still try to rationalize it to be ok.

When angry, they are more likely to mutter under their breath or sit and seethe about something rather than being physical.

Will still cry if angry or sad but not as often as before.

Reasonably good sense of humor.  But, by no means, is adult yet. Their humor often comes via insulting remarks to their friends.

Very aware of their appearance and what their friends are wearing.

They no longer argue for the sake of arguing.  But they will argue to make their point or convince someone that they are right.
