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Still loves and enjoys family.
Mom is the center of the universe like when they were five.

Likes mom to be available.  Dad is adored and idolized.

Friends are very important.
Boys tend to get along well with other boys.

Girls not as smooth in their friendships: tend to be intense and complex with lots of getting mad, not speaking and making up.

Most are good eaters and likes most things.

Special likes and dislikes in clothing, care of clothing and taking care of their room is at a dismal low.

Doesn’t typically resist parental directives.

Needs lots of supervision to get everything done regarding chores and school.

Response to anger can be violent and immediate.

Tends to be a “happy age”.

Prefers to be active-loves out of doors.

Tensional outlets: increase in nail biting, hands in mouth, playing with hair.

Girls and boys are about even in size and sexual maturity but girls before 11 show signs of approaching adolescence: developing breasts and an interest in boys.

Boys sexual awareness is not much ahead of his physical maturity.  He questions very little and when he does, it is an offhanded question.

Not yet aware when tired.  Needs reminders.

Boys go to bed more easily and fall asleep faster than girls.

Resists bathing.

Not what you would call a worker.  Works best along side an adult.

Fears are at a low ebb.

Most common emotional expression is anger.

Tends to cry when angry but “feels too old.”

Feelings get hurt but not so deeply.

Greatest difficulty is with siblings.

Very skilled at high class humor.

Likes practical jokes that are often not funny to adults.

May sound ethical but they do not always come up to the mark.  Will change the story or withhold part of the truth to protect themselves.

Concerned about fairness, mostly with parents and siblings.
